Recommendation

Background Information

In May of each year California celebrates Water Awareness Month. In recognition of the many
water awareness activities that take place throughout the state, water agencies are asked to
adopt proclamations declaring May as Water Awareness Month and to urge others to join in
supporting our efforts to help Californians “Use Water Wisely.” The enclosed draft Proclamation
is submitted for review and consideration.

Local officials and legislators have been asked to adopt a similar proclamation supporting Water
Awareness Month and the importance of water to all Californians. As in past years, the Board
President or a Director representative may be asked to attend City Council meetings to accept
their proclamations. They have also been invited to the District barbecue on May 23 and may
wish to present their proclamations at that time.

Background Information

Attached is a copy of the Retrospective Premium Adjustment Stabilization Fund Report received
from the ACWA Joint Powers Insurance Authority (JPIA). The RPA Stabilization Fund was
established in 1999 to help stabilize the fluctuating cycle of refunds and billings for prior policy
years. In 2001, the Executive Committee authorized expanding the Fund to include all pooled
programs. Each agency’s balance is maintained separately and not all agencies’ balances grow
at the same rate.

Those members whose fund balance, once this year’s premium adjustments are applied,
exceeds the “current attachment point (60% of the Basic Liability Premium)” received a refund in
the amount of the excess.

The District’s fund balance on September 30, 2011, was $100,389. After applying this year's
premium adjustments for the Liability, Property, and Workers’ Compensation programs, the
resulting fund balance was $135,276.40, which exceeds the current attachment point (60% of
the Basic Liability Premium) of $98,660.40; therefore, the District received a refund of $36,616.
The table below displays how the refund has been calculated since the establishment of the
Retrospective Premium Adjustment Stabilization Fund.

Enclosed is the RPA Stabilization Fund Report for your agency
including backup documentation. For those agencies that have a
balance that exceeds the attachment point, a check for the amount over
the attachment point is also enclosed. Approximately 158 members are
receiving a check with this report. Total refunds approximate $4 million.

The RPA Stabilization Fund was established in 1999 to help stabilize
the fluctuating cycle of refunds and billings for prior policy years. In
2001, the Executive Committee authorized expanding the Fund to
include all pooled programs.

The report has several parts. It starts with the beginning balance or the
amount on the books for each member before adjustments. The first
adjustment is to the Liability Program’s 10/1/09-10 policy year Deposit
Premium for actual payroll vs. estimated payroll. Also, for the Liability
Program there are Retrospective Premium Adjustments for prior policy
years that still have open claims. For the Property Program there is a
refund for the members that participated in the policy year 4/1/07-08, all
claims have settled for this year. For those members that participated in
the Workers’ Compensation Program there is a Retrospective Premium
Adjustment for prior policy years that still have open claims. Finally, the
resulting balance after these adjustments is compared to the
attachment point and any balance exceeding the attachment point is
refunded back to the member agency.

It should be noted that each agency's balance is maintained separately
and not all agencies’ balances grow at the same rate.
